Play Safe!!

1. Choose 
Age-Appropriate Toys

Always check and follow the age 
grading on toy packaging. Toys labeled 

3+ may pose a choking hazard for 
young children and kids who 

still mouth toys.

2. Supervise Play
When your child gets a new 

toy, read the instructions 
together and show them 
how to safely play with it.

3. Store and
Organize Your Toys. 

Organize and store toys to prevent 
trips and falls – and keep toys 

meant for older children out of the 
reach of younger kids.

4. Battery Safety 
Make sure that batteries are 

securely enclosed in their 
compartments. Keep batteries 

away from children because 
they can be very dangerous if 

accidentally swallowed.

5. Become a 
“Smart“ Shopper. 
Always shop at a retailer you 

know and trust. Be extra vigilant 
when shopping at garage sales, 

�ea markets, and online 
marketplaces.
